On July 5, 2021 at 11:00 a.m., Mr. Thienchai Puttarangsee, Deputy Governor of Roi Et
Province, together with Mr. Sanong Dolprasit, Head of the Roi Et Provincial Office Dr.
Phithakpong Phayuha, Deputy Chief of Public Health, Roi Et Province and the Communicable
Disease Committee of Roi Et Province explained for understanding of COVID-19 pandemic to
the leader students and representatives of people nearby the community. Roi Et Rajabhat
University led by Dr. Kriengsak Srisombat, Vice President of Roi Et Rajabhat University in the
establishment of the second Field Hospital of Roi Et Province at Srirat Youth Sports Center
Building Roi Et Rajabhat University to create a correct understanding to safety and received

the standard of Field Hospital, at Phra Vessandon Meeting Room, 3rd floor, Roi Et City Hall.

Along with this, the study group took a field trip to Roi Et Province Field Hospital, with Dr.
Wiboon Techakosol, MD, director of Roi Et Provincial Field Hospital, said that Field Hospital
Standards for material preparation operations will be controlled. The standards were
included medical equipment, care/referral system, communication system, infection control
and prevention, security system, waste and wastewater management; by integrating
cooperation from experts in each professional field for the benefit of COVID-19 patients and
has the highest safety for students and people around. As for the patients who will be
transferred are asymptomatic patients or mild symptoms: no fever, oxygen content greater
than 95% (02 Sat > 95%) normal chest X-ray. They are able to help themselves with no
psychiatric risk, no aggressive behavior, no communication problem. Therefore, the new

Field Hospital will be confident in such standards.

The attendees participated in
the activity at Sawang Arom Temple, Ko Kaeo Sub-district, Selaphum District, Roi

Et Province.
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Area Development Capital Management and Capital Management Unit (TAMC) together with Roi Et
Rajabhat University (RERU) organized a forum to link the concept of sustainable living with the

development of poverty alleviation models

On October 16-17, 2021, the Area Development Fund Administration and Management Unit (TAMC)
together with Roi Et Rajabhat University organize a workshop linking the Sustainable Livelihoods
Framework (SLF) with the development of poverty alleviation models under the project to expand the
results of the development of spatial support systems for comprehensive and accurate poverty
alleviation and development partners The workshop was held between 16-17 October 2021, there were
more than 60 participants, such as experts, researchers from the center, academics from 5 provinces
(Loei, Buriram, Nakhon Ratchasima, Ubon Ratchathani and Roi Et), development partners, Office of Social
Development and Human Security, Roi Et Province Community Organization Development Institute,
Community Development, Roi Et Province, etc., at the Main Meeting Room 1 (Kan Krao Room), 3rd floor,
Roi Et Rajabhat Hotel Training Center, Green View, Selaphum District, Roi Et Province. The goal is to
enhance understanding of the Sustainable Livelihoods Framework (SLF) and develop a model to address
poverty by linking with the PPP Connext data system and Sustainable Living Capital Analysis and
developing a framework for assessing social returns based on the Sustainable Livelihoods Social Return on
Investment (SROI) with participation from all sectors. It was honored by the governor of Roi Et as the

chairman of the opening ceremony.

Assistant Professor Dr. Chaloey Pumipantu, Rector of Roi Et Rajabhat University, described “Research and
Innovation Project for Comprehensive and Accurate Solution to Poverty Problems with the development
of the role of higher education institutions 38 Rajabhat Universities across the country. They have a policy
for Rajabhat University to be a higher education institution that contributes to local development leading
to sustainable development of the country and expecting that the children of the local people will come

back to work at the Rajabhat in order to join the local development as well. The working guidelines and



roles of Rajabhat University and local development is to look at how to help people in the local
community to live well, even in difficult conditions. We are ready to help in every aspect such as the
Covid crisis. Roi Et Rajabhat University, together with the partners, opened a field hospital by the support

of the provincial public health.

In the past, there have been three principles of working together: 1) Meeting the needs. We have to study
and see if he has a need to meet that need or not and what is really needed. 2) How can the locality or
the people help themselves? 3) The participation of the local people. How are they involved in further
development? It is important to bring it into practice. There are many factors, let's call it KUSA, which
consists of 1) Knowledge and academic information (K) that must be considered whether people have
sufficient knowledge or not, or have knowledge and wisdom to be analyzed and further developed
knowledge It's important 2) Self-Understanding/analysis (U) to create understanding that leads to further
development of potential 3) Skills development (S) There is a promotion and things that help improve
operations 4) Good Attitude (A) both local and higher education institutions to create cooperation and

acceptance.
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Roi Et Rajabhat University has cooperation with NGOs on consumer protection.

On September 23, 2020 at 9:00 a.m. at the Grand Hotel Roi Et Meeting Room, Mr. Thawee
Jongprasert, Deputy Governor of Roi Et Province Presided over a public forum to listen to opinions
on the role of the Roi Et Consumer Council. By the operation of Mr. Prayoon Boonphimon,
President of the Roi Et Consumers Association and others along with the director of the Roi Et
Consumers Association consumer organization network and representatives of educational

institutions, including Roi Et Rajabhat University attended the meeting.

Activities included a public forum to hear opinions on the role of the provincial consumer council, a
forum for cooperation with the provincial consumer rights protection and protection agency, activities
to support operations on consumer protection at the provincial level. The activities cover with two
goals: having guidelines and working roles of the Consumer Council of Roi Et Province, having a

figure of cooperation in consumer protection of consumer organizations in Roi Et Province.

This is to enable the consumer network to have knowledge and understanding and be able to
expand the drive of quality consumer protection work and exchange knowledge and offer opinions
on the role of the Roi Et Provincial Consumer Council. President of the Roi Et Consumers
Association said that The Federation of Consumer Organizations Association and the Office of the
Health Promotion Fund or Thai Health Promotion Foundation have supported the project to monitor
the process of establishing the Consumer Organization Council in the protection and protection of

consumer rights to health To develop the potential of consumer organizations at the provincial level



to be able to work as intended of the law and the Constitution, Article 46 states that Consumer
rights shall be protected. Individuals have the right to jointly establish an organization of consumers
to protect and protect the rights of consumers. The organization of such consumers have the right to
form an organization that is independent to create the power to protect and protect the rights of

consumers with support from the state.

The president said this meeting pointed out driving consumer protection gathering of network
partners consumer protection and advancement to enhance the work of consumer organizations, the

people's sector that is independent is beneficial to consumers and people in Roi Et Province.



Agreement on cultural and academic exchange and cooperation
between Shimane Rehabilitation College & Roi Et Rajabhat University

1. Both parties, including the establishment of Shimane Rehabilitation Professional
College, shall promote activities in the following major fields

e Collaborative research, educational, and cultural programs

e Exchange of research data, and academic information.

2. Regarding the above mentioned activities, the staff in charge of actual doing the

activities will consult each other and exchange information before implementing them.

3. It is agreed that the terms and conditions of any agreed program and activity
contemplated in this MOU shall be the subject matter of separate written Agreements
to be negotiated and agreed upon by both Parties and/or any third parties, wherever
applicable. PROVIDED ALWAYS the decision whether to initiate and/or implement

any program or activity shall be at the sole discretion of each Party.

4. The parties have agreed that the cooperative activities mentioned above and the
programs that follow including finance shall have to be discussed and agreed in

advance.

5. This MOU is valid for 5 years from the date of signing and is subject to revision and
renewal by mutual consent. Either party may terminate the MOU at any time by
written notice signed by appropriate official of the party initiating the notice.
The notice must be received by the other party at least 6 months prior to the effective

date of termination.

6. Any dispute of differences arising out of the interpretation or implementation of this

" MOU shall be settled amicably through consultation between the Parties.



7 This MOU is not intended to be legally binding. It merely expresses the intentions and
understanding of the Parties which will form the basis of any legally binding

agreement to be drafted and executed in the future.

8. The Parties hereby agree that they are rot bound exclusively by this MOU and shall be
at liberty to enter into any separate agreements or arrangements with any third party
without reference to the other Party.

9. This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force on the date of signature on

May 28, 2018 in duplicate in English languages.

COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT

BETWEEN

ROI ET RAJABHAT UNIVERSITY
OF THE KINGDOM OF THAILAND

AND

GUANGXI UNIVERSITY FOR NATIONALIITIES
OF THE PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF CHINA



On the basis of mutual respect, mutual benefit and equality, Roi Et Rajabhat
University of the Kingdom of Thailand and Guangxi University for Nationalities of
the People’s Republic of China agree to establish their cooperative relationship
under the following items:

I. Teacher Exchanges

The parties hereto agree to exchange teachers, experts and scholars to study, do
short-term lecturing or joint research on programs with mutually interest. Specific
contents shall be separately agreed upon by the parties hereto.

II. Students Exchanges
The parties hereto agree to exchange students to study or do collaborative work at
the other party. The details can be further discussed.

III. Exchange of Books, Institutional Publications, Scientific & Academic
Information

The parties hereto agree to exchange books, institutional publications, and academic
& scientific research information regularly or irregularly. Specific contents shall be
separately agreed upon the parties hereto.

IV. Academic Exchange and Joint Research

The parties hereto agree to make joint research or joint academic seminar on
programs with mutually interest. Both parties agree to provide necessary
convenience for the activities mentioned in this article, specific contents shall be
separately agreed upon by the parties hereto.

V. Exchange Visits of University Delegations

For the purpose of coordinating the exchange and cooperation and promoting the
understanding and friendship between the parties hereto, both parties agree to
exchange visits of university delegations on the principle of necessity and mutual
equality. The delegation shall consist of 3 to 5 members and the duration shall be 3
to 5 days. The host party shall be responsible for the lodge, meals and local
transportation in the city where the host party is located during their visit on campus.
The visiting delegation shall be responsible for their international travel expenses.
Should the visiting delegation desire to visit other universities in the city where the
host party is located, or places outside the host city, the host party shall assist in
arranging, but the pertinent expenses shall be borne by the visiting party.



VI. This agreement was signed on June 19", 2018 and shall come into force from
the date of its signing. It is valid for 5 years, and shall automatically renew another 3
years unless the 3 months written notice is given by either party to terminate this
agreement. During the performance of this agreement, the parties to this agreement
might make concrete cooperative plan in accordance with the specific circumstance.

VII. Matters not mentioned herein, if any, may be solved through amicable
negotiation by the parties hereto.

VIIL This agreement is written in both Chinese and English and in duplicate. Each
party keeps one original, each of which shall be deemed equally authentic.
