Roi Et Rajabhat University has appointed academic advisors for each class (group)
to assist and advise students throughout their studies at Rajabhat Roi Et University until they
complete the curriculum. Academic advisors are one of the important components of the
university that help students achieve their academic goals according to the curriculum
standards. The university also provides research advisors who are qualified and match the
research interests of the students. The university also provides facilities, equipment, and
resources that facilitate research and learning as follows :

1. Academic aspect: There is a system to promote and support activities that help
students succeed in their studies according to the study plan and help them plan their
learning management.

2. Professional aspect: There is a survey of information on the workplaces that will
send students to practice their professional skills, to assess their abilities and job
characteristics that match the needs of the employers and the curriculum that the students
study.

3. Research aspect: There is a system to arrange research advisors, research planning,
research steps, and research progress monitoring, starting from the third year, second
semester, proposing topics of interest (3 chapters) and the fourth year, first semester
(5 chapters) and providing guidance on research and study that students are interested in.

4. Social aspect: There are extracurricular activities organized by internal and external
agencies, for the students to listen and express their opinions in groups, to be leaders and
followers, and to exchange experiences, as well as to live with others in society with social
engineering skills.

5. There is a system to take care of, assist, and provide life counseling. There is a
weekly schedule to provide guidance during the study hours of homeroom (HR), such as
introducing the welfare services of the university, helping students who have problem s with
their studies that do not follow the curriculum, and suggesting part-time jobs, work outside
of school hours, to supplement income during their studies according to the students'

interests, and providing personal problem counseling.
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1.3.3 - Does your university as a body provide support (e.g. food, housing,
transportation, legal services) for students from low income families to enable them to
complete university?

The university has on-campus dormitories separated for males and females, with
reasonable and more affordable prices compared to private off-campus dormitories. There is
a shuttle service available from the public transportation drop-off points to the university,
and transportation services for students involved in volunteer projects and other academic
activities within the community. There are clean and cost-effective food services adhering to
WHO standards, including a canteen and food distribution. Free internet services are
provided, along with a library offering online document retrieval and internationally
standardized research articles and journals. Legal consultation services are available for
students, and there is a health science service center for medical care in case of illness,

Roi Et Rajabhat University has a system of providing counseling to students under the
operation of the faculty and the advisor system.

The policy of Roi Et Rajabhat University in the areas of education management and
graduate production, along with the university constitution, establishes an educational
institution that fosters innovation for sustainable local development.
