Roi Et Rajabhat University has developed an elLearning system to support the learning of

students and the general public, ensuring efficient access to and utilization of the system. In
addition, the university has established a Community Learning Center in Nong Luang subdistrict
to serve as a model for sustainable community resource management. The center offers training
activities for individuals of all ages, including programs such as the breeding of protein-rich insects
(BSF, Batch 2). Furthermore, the university has implemented a project to develop small schools,
aligning with its mission to strengthen the teaching profession. This project supports the provision
of educational equipment and offers lectures to teachers and staff at participating schools. It
provides opportunities for rural students to access quality education and strengthens the teaching

profession within the community. All projects are offered free of charge.

Roi Et Rajabhat University organized the "Rooting the Wisdom Mind towards a Society of

Happiness: A Pathway to Intellectual Well-being" project on Ausust 8, 2024, led by Asst. Prof. Dr.
Wichit Kammanatakun. This project emphasizes free access to educational resources for the
public, focusing on learning through Contemplative Education—a method that encourages self-
reflection and inner exploration. The approach aims to deepen self-awareness, empathy, and
connections with the community and broader world, fostering intellectual well-being and a sense
of life’s meaning for participants. With support from the Contemplative Education Center at
Mahidol University and the Rajabhat University network, the event included lectures, practical
workshops, and a learning community to equip participants with knowledge and teaching

techniques for use in schools and communities.

Global Standards" to improve English skills among community members, including the general
public, municipal officers, and Nong Luang and Ko Kaew residents. Held from June 17 to July 30,
2024, the program aimed to develop essential English skills—listening, speaking, reading, and
writing—for effective communication with foreigners. Designed to build confidence, the program
helps participants convey information about their communities to international tourists,
enhancing their capacity to welcome visitors. This initiative promotes Roi Et as a tourist destination
and supports local economic growth. Organized by the university’s Language Center, the program

significantly prepares the local community for globalization.

Roi Et Rajabhat University, through third-year students from the General Science program
in the Faculty of Education and Human Development, organized the "Science Spark: Igniting the
Minds of Young Scientists" camp at Ban Phon Thong School in Pho Thong District, Roi Et Province,
on September 24, 2024. The camp aimed to foster interest in science among students in rural
schools and provide hands-on learning opportunities. Activities included experiments and
inventions using everyday materials, helping students develop analytical thinking and problem-
solving skills through enjoyable and simple experiments. The camp also highligshted the
importance of science in daily life, encouraging students' enthusiasm for learning. For the students

organizing the camp, it provided valuable experience in project management, teamwork, and

knowledge communication, all of which are crucial for their future careers.

The policy of Roi Et Rajabhat University stipulates that students with a gender identity or
sexual orientation that does not align with their assigned sex at birth have the right to dress
according to their gender identity when attending classes, taking exams, and participating in
internships. However, students must dress appropriately according to the university's dress code,
as announced for students and graduates with gender identities or orientations that differ from
their assigned sex at birth in 2017, including guidelines for dressing for graduation ceremonies.
Additionally, an announcement has been made regarding the admission of students with
disabilities to undergraduate studies for the academic year 2024. A special quota of 15 seats will
be available, aiming to promote educational opportunities and create equality in education for
persons with disabilities, ensuring they can access higher education.

The university has announced policies and guidelines for admitting students with
disabilities to Roi Et Rajabhat University, aiming to promote higher education management for
persons with disabilities. This initiative ensures that individuals with disabilities have the
opportunity to learn and receive education that is inclusive and suitable for their needs. To align
with the Persons with Disabilities Education Management Act of 2008 and the regulations of the
Disability Education Commission on Higher Education Management for Persons with Disabilities
2009, as well as the announcement for the admission of students with disabilities by Roi Et
Rajabhat University on September 27, 2024.

- Policy reviewed: 2024

Roi Et Rajabhat University will admit students with disabilities to undergraduate studies to
promote the distribution of educational opportunities and create educational equality for persons
with disabilities. Therefore, the university has announced the criteria and details for the admission
of such students to Roi Et Rajabhat University in the 2024 academic year. This policy supports
equal access to education for students with disabilities under human rights principles and the
development of human potential in education. There will be a special quota of 15 seats, with
applicants required to meet the following conditions: Thai nationality, completion of high school

education, a disability registration certificate, and the ability to care for themselves.
